Since the Wrangler EcoDiesel’'s debut, the Jeep brand has introduced the Wrangler
Rubicon 392, featuring 470 horsepower and 470 Ib.-ft. of torque, and the Wrangler Rubicon 4xe, delivering 375
horsepower, 470 Ib.-ft of instant torque, 49 MPGe and 21 miles of all-electric range.
