The 2018 Dodge Durango Enforcer is powered by the legendary 5.7-litre HEMI® V-8, coupled with a full-time, active
all-wheel-drive (AWD) system. This is the same powertrain combination available in the Dodge Charger Enforcer. The
Durango Enforcer also offers a two-speed transfer case for true low-range off-road capability and incorporates larger,
heavy-duty anti-lock brakes that deliver a 96 km/h (60-0 mph) stopping distance of 40.8 metres (134 feet).
